The City Zoning Board of Appeals should
ensure that the addition does not impede emergency vehicle access. This Department believes the 10-foot-
side-yard setback should be maintained to allow emergency vehicle access and to provide a safe distance
from adjacent residential properties. In addition, the New York State Department of Conservation must be
notified in the event hazardous spill material is encountered during excavation. The project must comply with
the Building Code of New York State and with the Fire Code of New York State
